 Secretary, Larry Patterson, gave a short 

report and said he had to file a request with the 

FLSSAR Endowment Trust Fund for reimbursable 

expenses of the chapter.  He asked if anyone had any 

expenses they felt the chapter should be reimbursed 

please let him know.

  Bob Brotherton, then introduced Bernice 

Stoneberg from the House of Make Believe, who 

had coordinated members purchase of continental 

army uniforms for the color guard.  Bernice advised 

that at this time only two uniforms were available 

from her supplier, one small and one medium, and 

that she plans to purchase both.  At this time her 

supplier was not intending to produce any more 

uniforms.  Bob Brotherton asked if we were able to 

provide enough names of individuals who wanted to 

purchase a uniform, did she believe her supplier 

would reconsider producing more uniforms, she 

thought they might, but she would need a request 

from us on our letterhead. Bernice was thanked for 

her report. 

 

 Bob Brotherton then advised he had six 

speakers lined up, each of whom was flexible in 

regards to when they would speak due to the current 

Covid situation.

Since then we have had 57 Presidents. The 

Chapter met at several restaurants in and around 

Clearwater, finally meeting at the Dunedin Golf 

Club.  

 

In February 2008, Dan attended a seminar at 

the Largo Library where he met 2 members of the 

Clearwater Chapter, James Massey and Charles 

Schaffer. They later contacted him to see if he was 

interested in joining. He told them he was working 

on his genealogy with the OTOTW Genealogy Club. 

They put him in contact with Parks Honeywell. In 

October he was ready to submit his application. He 



had started attending Chapter lunches and before he 

was accepted, he was approached about being an 

Officer. At that time, he declined.  

 

 He was finally approved in February 2009 

and inducted April 2009. In the fall of 2009, he was 

asked again to be an officer. He had the choice of 

either 1st or 2nd VP. he chose to become the 1st VP 

for 2010. He worked very close with President 

George Pratt. As 1st VP he made arrangements for 

the speakers, Public Service awards and a State 

Officer to install the new Chapter Officers. He 

started attending State Meetings in Orlando. He 

became more interested in the organization and 

became more involved. The more meetings he 

attended the more he enjoyed working with the 

members of the Chapter and State. 

 

 He advanced from 1st VP to President in 

2012. In late 2012 our Chapter Secretary passed 

away and he offered to be the Secretary in 2013. The 

job of Secretary is one that makes you familiar with 

all members. He also became Treasurer later in 

2013. He continued as Secretary until 2016 and 

Treasurer until 2017. 

 

 During this time, he also became the 

Regional Vice President for the West Central 

District for the Florida Society. He was responsible 

for 6 Chapters, Clearwater, St. Pete, Plant City, 

Tampa, South Shore and Lakeland. 

 

 During this time, he was also on several 

committees both State and Chapter. State 

committees were Newsletter, Nominating, Finance, 

Rules and Procedures, American History, New 

Medals, Member Retention and Documents.  He 

attended all State BOM meetings from 2010 to 

2019, and he was awarded the Patriot Medal for his 

service to the State and Chapter. 

 

 The chapter has continued to grow since 

2010 when we had 110 members, we have inducted 

200 new members, had 34 pass- away, 25 transfer 

out, 18 transfer in, 140 drop out or resign, 18 were 

reinstated. The current membership at 147.  The 

majority of the new members come from the 

outstanding work of Parks Honeywell. He has found 

over 220 men to become Members of the SAR in 

several chapters. 

 

 Also, for the Chapter Dan had many other 

jobs, yearbook editor, member of the Samuel Adams 

Color Guard, Historian, Publicist, Americanism 

Report and Public Service Award Chairman.  As 

You can see there is a lot of jobs to be done in the 

Chapter and State. The more work you do the more 

recognition you receive and the more gratification 

you feel. Our Chapter is 4th largest in the State out of 

34 chapters. We have been honored to have 7 

Chapter Members to be elected to the State 

Presidency. The latest being Col. Pat Niemann, 

2018-2019. 

 

 He continues to work with the members of 

the board as an advisor to guide them in the ways of 

the SAR. Each year at the December meeting the 

outstanding members are recognized by our 

President with medals and certificates to honor their 

contributions to the Chapter. This year will be a 

trying time because of the covid virus has curtailed 

many of our programs. 

 

 Our next task is to find a slate of officers for 

the 2021 year and elect and install them. Please 

come forward and show your desire to continue 

making this chapter a great chapter in the State of 

Florida.  

 

 President Anderson thanked Dan for his talk 

and since he could not give Certificate of 

Appreciation, he said would buy him his next lunch 

when we again can have luncheon meetings. 

 

 Michael LaVean said he wanted to thank our 

newsletter editor for the great job he is doing, 

specifically his book reviews which resulted in him 

purchasing several of the books. Parenthetically, the 

editor is very appreciative of these kind words. 

 

 Parks Honeywell then reported we had quite 

a few individuals who he was working with in 



completing their applications, some of which had 

already been sent to NSAR for processing. 

It was noted we probably would not be in a position 

to induct until the end of this year or beginning of 

next year. 

 

 Parks also stated that is certain cases NSAR 

may now be approving siblings due to Y 

Chromosome DNA, DAR already does this and he 

is glad NSAR is now more receptive to the use of Y 

Chromosome DNA. 

 

 Harry Fuller then said that he had forward 

the screen shot of the BOG meeting this past 

Monday to NSAR to put in the next SAR magazine.

II.  Uniforms from New York ï 

 

 All 9 uniforms ordered have now been 

delivered. Several are remaining for 

alterations. One medium and one small 

uniform is available to be ordered from New 

York if anyone is interested. Walter Arnold 

has since requested one of the uniforms from 

Bernice and wants to participate in the Color 

Guard. The Color Guard continues to grow. 

 

      III. Public Service, Fire Fighter and Police awards ï  

 

One nomination has been made for a police 

award. This presentation is recommended to 

be moved into the year 2021 due to the 

COVID issue with current stress on police 

and other public service operations.  

 

IV.   Dunedin Golf Club use options ï 

 

The Dunedin Golf club will serve with two 

options while requiring participants to wear 

masks while movement into and inside the 

building. These are: (A) 10 round tables at 4 

per table will allow 40 in attendance. (B) 15 

square tables with 4 per table will allow 60 

people to attend. The problem with these 

options is that while this will meet CDC 

guidelines, it does not provide adequate 

ñSocial Distancingò at the tables of people 

who are not in an immediate family. Two 

people at the 10 round tables would still not 

meet the required 6ô separation but would be 

an improvement over 4 at the table. 10 round 

tables with 2 people would allow 20 in 

attendance. 15 square tables with one person 

each would allow 15 in attendance. The 

ZOOM meetings actually allow more 

participation by a group of people than this 

separation. It will be recommended that the 

Clearwater Chapter meeting for October be 

done on ZOOM with consideration for Golf 

Club lunch meetings in the future.

to the award winning Forgotten Patriots: 

The Untold Story of American Prisoners 

https://sarpatriots.sar.org/pdfs/PatriotGravesAndBioReport_2019v1.pdf
https://sarpatriots.sar.org/pdfs/PatriotGravesAndBioReport_2019v1.pdf


During the Revolutionary War by Edwin 

G. Burrows. That book told the story of the 

nearly 25,000 American prisoners of war, 

most of them confined in New York City by 

the British and under conditions so atrocious 

that they perished by the thousands. 

Evidence suggests that at least 17,500 

Americans may have died in these prisonsð

more than twice the number to die on the 

battlefield. Beginning with the bumper crop 

of American captives taken during the 1776 

invasion of New York, captured Americans 

were stuffed into a hastily assembled 

collection of public buildings, sugar houses, 

and prison ships. The prisoners were 

shockingly overcrowded and chronically 

underfedðthose who escaped alive told of 

comrades so hungry they ate their own 

clothes and shoes. Despite the extraordinary 

number of lives lost, Forgotten Patriots was 

the first-ever account of what took place in 

these hell-holes. The result was a unique 

perspective on the Revolutionary War as 

well as a sobering commentary on how 

Americans have remembered our struggle 

for independenceðand how much we have 

forgotten. 

Captives of Liberty by T. Cole Jones tells the 

story of how the Americans treated the 

British and German soldiers that they 

captured. Contrary to popular belief, the 

American Revolutionary War was not a 

limited and restrained struggle for political 

self-determination. From the onset of 

hostilities, British authorities viewed their 

American foes as traitors to be punished, and 

British abuse of American prisoners, both 

tacitly condoned and at times officially 

sanctioned, proliferated. Meanwhile, more 

than seventeen thousand British and allied 

soldiers fell into American hands during the 

Revolution. For a fledgling nation that could 

barely afford to keep an army in the field, the 

issue of how to manage prisoners of war was 

daunting. 

Captives of Liberty examines how America's 

founding generation grappled with the 

problems posed by prisoners of war, and 

how this influenced the wider social and 

political legacies of the Revolution. When 

the struggle began, according to T. Cole 

Jones, revolutionary leadership strove to 

conduct the war according to the prevailing 

European customs of military conduct, 

which emphasized restricting violence to the 

battlefield and treating prisoners humanely. 

However, this vision of restrained war did 

not last long. As the British denied 

customary protections to their American 

captives, the revolutionary leadership wasted 

no time in capitalizing on the prisoners' 

ordeals for propagandistic purposes. 

Enraged, ordinary Americans began to 

demand vengeance, and they viewed British 

soldiers and their German and Native 

American auxiliaries as appropriate targets. 

This cycle of violence spiraled out of 

control, transforming the struggle for 

colonial independence into 

a revolutionary war. 

In illuminating this history, Jones contends 

that the violence of the Revolutionary War 

had a profound impact on the character and 

consequences of the American 

Revolution. Captives of Liberty not only 

provides the first comprehensive analysis of 

revolutionary American treatment of enemy

between America's political revolution and 

the war waged to secure it.

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Although much has changed in the United 

States since the eighteenth century, our 

framework for gun laws still largely relies on 

the Second Amendment and the patterns that 

emerged in the colonial era. America has 

long been a heavily armed, and racially 

divided, society, yet few citizens understand 

either why militias appealed to the founding 

fathers or the role that militias played in 

North American rebellions, in which they 

often functioned as repressiveðand racistð

domestic forces. 

In Armed Citizens, Noah Shusterman 

explains for a general reader what 

eighteenth-century militias were and why the 

authors of the Constitution believed them to 

be necessary to the security of a free state. 

Suggesting that the question was never 

whether there was a right to bear arms, but 

rather, who had the right to bear arms, 

Shusterman begins with the lessons that the 

founding generation took from the history of 

Ancient Rome and Machiavelliôs 

reinterpretation of those myths during the 

Renaissance. He then turns to the rise of 

Franceôs professional army during 

seventeenth-century Europe and the fear that 

it inspired in England. Shusterman shows 

how this fear led British writers to begin 

praising citizensô militias, at the same time 

that colonial America had come to rely on 

those militias as a means of defense and as a 

system to police enslaved peoples. Thus, the 

start of the Revolution allowed Americans to 

portray their struggle as a war of citizens 

against professional soldiers, leading the 

authors of the Constitution to place their 

trust in citizen soldiers and a "well-regulated 

militia," an idea that persists to this day.

In an effort to allow Color Guard members to 

participate, during the current Covid pandemic 

and social gathering restrictions, credit for 

current color guard medals will be given for 

offsite Color Guard Participation under the 

following criteria: 

 

For Virtual Participation to be considered. 

A) The event must require registration for 

the Virtual Color Guard prior to the 

event and the paperwork must be 

completed by the registration date set 

forth in the registration invitation (just 

signing in on the day of the event will 

not meet this requirement). 

B) The electronic method of attending the 

meeting must allow for the Color 

Guardsman to be actually seen on the 

screen by the other participants at the 

event.  Just signing in without video 

will not qualify for Virtual 

Participation.  

C) The Color Guardsman must be ñdressed 
outò in Revolutionary War era 

Continental Uniform or Militia attire as 

he would at an onsite, in person event.  

You will need to stand at times, if able. 

1) Just watching a pre-recorded 

event (YouTube, Podcast, or a 

pre-record event shown at 

Zoom meeting, etc.  - whither 

watched as an individual or in 

some type of group setting) 

will not count as Participation 

at an Event. 

2) Just being a viewer of a Zoom 

broadcast of a live event will 

not count as Participation for 

Color Guard purposes. 

3) A blanket exception to the 

historical onsite and in person 

participation requirement is 

not contemplated by this 

Temporary Change. 

4) Parades do not lend 

themselves to Color Guard 

Virtual Participation. 

5) In the future many events may 

supplement their historic 

activities with a Zoom or other 

electronic options to increase 

attendance but that is not what 

is contemplated by these 

Temporary Changes for 

Virtual Participation. 

6) Pre-recorded live events will 

count, in conjunction with a 

virtual meeting or event. They 



however need to be recorded 

within two weeks before the 

virtual meeting or event and 

must be available for viewing 

during the event or no later 

than a week after the event 

with a complete video of the 

whole virtual event. 

7) Photos submitted of 

guardsmen in uniform will not 

be accepted for credit of a 

virtual event.  

 

D) The Color Guardsman must notify the 

Color Guard Commander or his 

designee that has signed on and has 

actively participated in the event.  This 

should be visible to the other 

participants.  This notification would 

normally be in the form of an email or 

other method prescribed by the 

Commander.   

E) Color Guard commanders are asked to 

limit their commands to a virtual color 

guard, due to the imperfect medium of 

virtual events, with audio and visual 

delays in broadcasting.  However 

participating Color Guardsmen ought to 

follow the commands of the on-site 

commander to the best of their ability. 

F) The Color Guardsman must participate 

for the entire event. 

G) These ñTemporary Changesò will only 
be considered for events where a level 

of government or the owner/manager of 

a site location imposes requirements 

where the normal color guard 

participation in an event cannot be 

accommodated. However, every attempt 

should be made for the Color Guard to 

attend in person, even if it needs to be a 

small guard that follows CDC and State 

guidelines.  

H) The National Color Guard Commander 

determines if an event qualifies for the 

potential Virtual Participation changes 

as outlined above. 

 

These Temporary Changes are for the period 

March 1, 2020 and will continue until 

rescinded by the National Color Guard 

Commander.
